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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN 2 for copying them on their LS to CT 1.

SA2 would like to indicate that they have discussed some QoS aspects of the TR 23.720 solution 2 “data via the MME” using optimised control plane establishment.

As a consequence, SA2 see the benefit of including information on the priority level of different UEs to the eNB in the RRC establishment signalling before the data is transferred in RAN’s “message 5”. 

3 or 4 priority levels would seem to be sufficient.(In the same way as in release 97), the priority level would be allocated to the UE during the PDN connection establishment. 

With regard to  RAN 2’s text:

“RAN2 foresee that the following values of RRC Establishment Causes may be applicable: 
mt-Access, mo-Signaling, mo-Data, mo-ExceptionData. 
Note: Other new establishment cause, if needed, is FFS.”
For NB-IoT, SA2 assume that mo-data is used for both solution 2 and solution 18 data transfer.
However, for solution 2 on non-NB-IoT, what codepoint is used for data transfer? SA2 note earlier contributions during their TR work where companies indicated the importance of not-overloading the E-UTRAN signalling channels with user data.

2. Actions:

To RAN 2 and CT1 group
ACTION: 

SA2 politely ask RAN2 and CT1 to take the above into account in their work on NB-IoT (and any extensions of CIoT to non-NB-IoT).
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
