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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a new key issue of allowing the SCS/AS to create a group and modify which UEs belong to the group so that the group can be monitored and the group’s communication pattern can be configured.
1. Discussion

The group of UE’s that the SCS/AS wants to monitor for reachability may change. For example, the SCS/AS may want to be notified if any of a set of 250 vending machines is reachable so that it can send pricing updates to the vending machines. Later, the SCS/AS may decide that it only wants to modify the pricing of just a subset of 50 of the 250 UE’s. Thus, the SCS/AS only wants a reachability notification for 50 of the 250 UE’s.
The Group-ID’s that are possibly associated with a UE’s subscription cannot be modified by the SCS/AS. The current Group-ID mechanism only supports operator provisioning of Group-ID’s in a UE’s subscription. Thus, the SCS/AS is not able to create or modify which UE’s are associated with a Group-ID.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to agree following key issue into FS_GENCEF TR 23.773.

Key Issue #X: Supporting group identifier management
A UE can support multiple applications, hence it can be member of multiple groups. Application specific groups are maintained at the SCS/AS that support the respective application(s) and are out of scope of 3GPP. To optimize the services an SCS/AS can request from the network, there may be the need for the 3GPP network to manage groups of UEs in order to support actions that target all members of such a group. Membership to such groups can be dynamic or static. Thus, mechanisms for creating, modifying, and removing corresponding groups in the 3GPP network entity(ies) need be studied. In order to support such mechanisms, the following aspects need to be studied at least:

-
Identifiers used to identify a group(s) for the relevant procedures;

-
Methods to allow for the authorization of requests to create, modify and remove groups ID’s to/from PLMN subscriptions;   
-
Methods to allow for the creation, modification and removal of groups ID’s to/from PLMN subscriptions; and
-
Consideration of what 3GPP network entity(ies) that need to know the relationship between group ID’s and PLMN subscriptions.
