During the discussion, issue was raised how to set the Priority Level for newly defined QCI values for safety-related V2X Service in particular compared to mission critical services and conversational voice including emergency call. Currently, the Priority Level of the new QCI values for V2X service are set to lower value than QCIs for non-mission critical services by only considering QCIs for non-signalling.
Therefore, SA2 would like to request SA1 to provide opinion and feedback to SA2 related to the following questions:
1) For new GBR QCI values for V2X service, how should be the Priority Level set (i.e. higher value, same value or lower value) compared to that of QCI=65 for Mission Critical user plane Push To Talk voice or QCI=1 for Conversational Voice (as used for Emergency Services and Priority Services)?
2) For new Non-GBR QCI values for V2X service, how should be the Priority Level set compared to that of QCI=70 for Mission Critical Data (i.e. higher value, same value or lower value)?
