This contribution offers session release procedure when the UE is involved with single PDU session.
Discussion

This contribution enhances section 6.4.2.2 of TR 23.799 include session release procedure when a single session is active at the UE. 
Proposal

6.4.2.2.x Session release procedure
This clause shows a session release procedure triggered by the UE, SM function or user plane function.
6.4.2.2.x.1 – Session release by the UE

The procedure of the release of session triggered by the UE is depicted in the following figure 6.4.2.2.x.1-1.
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Figure 6.4.2.2.x.1-1 Session release by the UE
1. The UE is having an active PDU session. 
2. The UE initiates a session release request toward an SM function. It is assumed that this message is carried via an AN. This step may be combined with the detach procedure in case the session was established with the attach procedure.
3. The SM function communicates with the user plane function requesting release of the resources for this PDU session.
NOTE: For a home-routed roaming case, the PDU session release triggering SM function in VPLMN communicates with the corresponding SM in HPLMN requesting it to release resources for this PDU session.

4. The user plane function notifies change of session status to the Policy control. 
5. The SM function may also explicitly request the AN for release of access resources at that time.

6. The release procedure is completed. The UE is informed of the completion of the PDU session via the AN.

6.4.2.2.x.2 – Session release by the SM function
The procedure of the release of session triggered by the SM function is depicted in the following figure 6.4.2.2.x.2-1.
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Figure 6.4.2.2.x.2-1 Session release by the SM

1. The UE is having an active PDU session. 

2. The SM function initiates a session release request toward the UE. This trigger may be resulted from the processing at the SM, requested by the User data based on the operator policy or it may be requested by the Policy control. It is assumed that this message is carried via an AN. This step may be combined with the detach procedure in case the session was established with the attach procedure. 
3. The SM function communicates with the user plane function requesting release of the resources for this PDU session.

NOTE: For a home-routed roaming case, the PDU session release triggering SM function communicates with the corresponding SM requesting it to release resources for this PDU session.

4. The user plane function notifies change of session status to the Policy control. 

5. The SM function may also explicitly request the AN for release of access resources at that time.

6. The UE informs release of the PDU session via the AN. This completes the session release procedure.
6.4.2.2.x.3 – Session release by the User Plane function
The procedure of the release of session triggered by the user plane is depicted in the following figure 6.4.2.2.x.3-1.
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Figure 6.4.2.2.x.3-1 Session release by the user plane 

1. The UE is having an active PDU session. 

2. The Policy control notifies change in policy status to user plane function or the user plane function receives a request to release existing session from another network function.
3. The user plane function request release of the PDU session to the SM function.

4. The SM function initiates a session release request toward the UE. It is assumed that this message is carried via an AN.

NOTE: For a home-routed roaming case, the PDU session release triggering SM function in VPLMN communicates with the corresponding SM in HPLMN requesting it to release this PDU session.

5. The SM function may also explicitly request the AN for release of access resources at that time.

6. The UE informs release of the PDU session via the AN to the SM function.

7. The SM function notifies session modification completion to the user plane function.

8. The user plane function acknowledges release of the session with the triggering network function. This completes the session release procedure.
