Overall Description
As part of the study FS_CIOT_ext, SA2 is investigating to provide the ability for a network to authorize the use of Enhanced Coverage (Key issue #1 as captured in TR 23.730 section 5.1). 
The interim agreement from SA2 perspective is to develop a solution as described in Section 7 (a mix of Solutions 1 and 4 as described in Sections 6.1 and 6.4). 

During discussions in SA2, it was identified that RAN2 and CT1 feedback is needed on how not authorizing use of enhanced coverage for a UE that actually is capable for coverage enhancement would impact cell selection/reselection and PLMN selection and whether there are any concerns from RAN2 and CT1 perspective. 

In particular the following aspects need RAN2/CT1 feedback:

1. UE impacts for PLMN selection when different PLMNs have provided different authorizations for usage of enhanced coverage.
2. How cell selection/reselection is affected when a UE that supports enhanced coverage is not authorized for enhanced coverage:

a. What’s the UE behaviour when it goes in and out of normal coverage
b. What’s the UE behaviour when it goes out of normal coverage for extended periods of time
