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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to add normative text for Functional Description on activation/deactivation of predefined PCC/ADC rules and redirection to further clarify what have been defined in TS 23.214 clause 4.3.2.2/4.3.2.3 item F.10 and item F.14.
Proposal

It is proposed to update TS 23.214 as follows:

5.X Activation/Deactivation of predefined PCC/ADC rules
When a predefined PCC/ADC rule is activated/deactivated by the PCRF, the CP function of PGW/TDF shall
· provide to the UP function with the service data flow filter information or application detection filter information that corresponds to an Application Identifier, the traffic steering policy information that corresponds to the traffic steering policy identifier and other policies for traffic handling in the UP function, if those information and policies are preconfigured locally in the CP function or are retrieved from external entities (e.g. PFDF, if it is not collocated with PGW-C/TDF-C); or
· provide to the UP function with the Rule identifier to activate / deactivate the corresponding user plane policies preconfigured in the UP function; and in addition, optionally provide the Application Identifier and the traffic steering policy Identifier, if they are policies preconfigured in the CP function referring to the information preconfigured in the UP function.

5.Y Redirection
When being activated by PCRF, the uplink application's traffic redirection may be enforced either in the PGW/TDF CP function (as specified in 5.4.2 Control of user plane forwarding) or directly in the UP function. 

The redirect destination may be preconfigured either in the CP function or in the UP function. When it is configured in the CP function and redirection enforcement is in the UP function, PGW-C/TDF-C shall send the redirect destination to the PGW-U/TDF-U.
