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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to follow-up the question from BBF for a common experts-workshop and to encourage SA2 experts to participate. Once work areas are identified parent groups should coordinate on administrational and organisational matters of collaboration.
1. Discussion
Following the discussions and papers presented in SA2#116 on high-level overall architecture in S2-163708, S2-164278 et al, the Telkom Italia, BT and DT welcome the LS from BBF in S2-164310 and support the intention to start cooperation on Next Generation in the aspect of FMC.

The feasibility study on Next Generation has already been developed to certain maturity in terms of concepts and assumptions to start more detailed discussions to achieve a common access-agnostic core and a single AN-CN I/F in certain areas like e.g. Mobility management, QoS, Policy control, session management.

This paper proposes to follow-up the LS from BBF on cooperation for Next Generation systems.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to encourage experts from SA WG2 to participate in a two day 5G-FMC expert workshop with BBF, schedule to be defined taking meeting calendar into account.
The workshop should identify the areas of common interests and should come up with a more detailed definition of areas/topics for cooperation. 
Parent groups and plenaries should then decide on further proceedings in terms of administrational and organisational matters.

A potential roadmap from 3GPP perspective could be as follows:

· August: 3GPP SA2 liaison response to BBF on cooperation for Next Generation systems

· September: SA plenary #73 – review, confirmation of initiative
· November: 3GPP– BBF expert workshop: discussion, creation of proposal

· December: Decision by SA plenary #74
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
