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Abstract of the contribution: This discussion paper defines the Lawful Interception Function and its general requirements for use with Network Slicing solutions.

Discussion
TS 33.106 has the general requirement that a 3GPP network shall provide access to the intercepted Content of Communications (CC) and the Intercept Related Information (IRI) of the target and services related to the target on behalf of Law Enforcement Agencies (LEAs).  An interception can be performed in the network access and/or by intercepting a specific service at the application layer (e.g., VoLTE, MBB).  The Next Generation architecture presents a diverse array of operator deployment scenarios based on service implementation and will require a robust LI functionality to meet demands.

Proposal
OTD proposes the following definition for the LI Function (LI-F). 
· Lawful Interception Function (LI-F): The LI-F is responsible for the administration, provisioning, activation/deactivation, mediation, and delivery of all intercepted Content of Communication (CC) and Intercept Related Information (IRI) of a target and services related to the target.  The LI-F shall only be accessible to authorized personnel.
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
