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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is currently studying the 3GPP PS Data Off feature, which is described in TS 22.011 v14.3.0. 3GPP PS Data Off is a feature which, when configured by the HPLMN and activated by the user, prevents transport via PDN connections in 3GPP access networks of all IP packets except IP packets required by 3GPP PS Data Off Exempt Services. This study has been split into several Key Issues, among which Key Issue#1 refers to the ability of the UE to report the PS Data Off UE status selected by the user (activated, deactivated) to the network.
It was commented that an operator cannot always rely on the fact the VPLMN the UE is roaming in has been upgraded and MME/SGSN/SGW is not necessarily aware of 3GPP PS Data Off Status (as this information is used by PGW/IMS network). Hence several VPLMN transparent solutions for reporting the PS Data Off UE status to the HPLMN were discussed. Among these solutions, the use of Protocol Configuration Options IE defined in TS 24.008 clause 10.5.6.3 was seen as a possible way forward.
Before selecting a solution, SA2 would like to ask CT1 whether it is possible to define a new flag (PS Data Off activated/deactivated) in the PCO keeping transparency to MME/SGSN. 
SA2 did not see ePCO as appropriate in all the cases because most VPLMNs don't support ePCO yet and ePCO is only defined for E-UTRAN. 
SA2 is expected to complete the study as well as the normative specification by November 2016. Hence, a response from CT1 during this week (17-21 October) would be highly appreciated.
