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1. Overall Description:

As follow-up of LS S2-165433, SA2 is pleased to provide NG SIGNAL with the technical details that can help GSMA to develop and deploy a solution for storing in the NG RAEX IR.21 Database local emergency numbers (for non UE detectable emergency session handling).

The solution should leverage on the existing RAEX IR.21 process. Therefore GSMA is invited to define and implement in RAEX IR.21 the additional entries/fields required to allow the storage of local emergency numbers, according the following requirements:
· The local emergency numbers to be stored in the NG RAEX IR.21 Database have numeric format and may have variable length (the maximum length is that of an E.164 number in international format).
· The number of local emergency numbers to be stored in the NG RAEX IR.21 Database may vary from one country to another, and also from one PLMN to another, depending on the local regulations.

· The local emergency numbers to be stored in the NG RAEX IR.21 Database are publicly available.
SA2 believes that GSMA has a better knowledge than 3GPP of the characteristics of the local emergency numbers in the different countries and therefore rely on their expertise to develop and implement a solution that works for all the Operators.
