Service Registration
The procedure in this clause is used by NF instance to register its service to NRF.
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Figure 5.1.x-1: NF Service Registration procedure
1. After the service of NF instance has been activated, the NF sends NF Service Registration Request message (NF-Instance ID, NF-Service-Type, address of NF instance) to the NRF. The NF-Instance ID identifies the NF instance. The NF-Service-Type indicates the service type that the NF instance activates. The address of NF instance could be IP address or FQDN. The NF obtains the NRF address during its instantiation procedure which is out scope of this specification. 
2. NRF stores the received information of NF instance and sends NF Service Registration Response to NF instance.
5.1.Y
Service De-Registration
The procedure in this clause is used by NF instance to deregister its service to NRF.
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Figure 5.1.Y-1: NF Service Deregistration procedure
1. When the service provided by NF instance is to be stopped, it sends NF Service Deregistration Request message(NF-Instance ID, NF-Service-Type) to the NRF. If the NF-Service-Type is not included, the whole NF instance is to be stopped.
2. The NRF removes the indicated NF-Service Type for the NF instance. If this is the last service that the NF instance can provide, or the NF-Service Type is not included in step 1, the NRF remove all information associated with the NF instance. The NRF sends NF Deregistration Response to NF instance.
