1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 has completed the study on Next Generation System Architecture as part of Release 14 (FS_NextGen). The output of this study was captured in TR 23.799. The latest version of the Technical Report is available at http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/latest/Rel-14/23_series/23799-e00.zip. 
3GPP SA2 has started to develop the Stage 2 normative specifications of Phase 1 of the 5G system based on the conclusions captured in TR 23.799 (SP-160958) and one of the objective of this work item is 5G architecture for support of untrusted non-3GPP access whose conclusion is captured in clause 8.8.2 Agreements on common AN-CN interface of TR 23.799.
The attached pCR is to add contents related to support of non-3GPP access into TS 23.501 “System Architecture for the 5G System” and agreed in 3GPP SA2. The pCR includes the following Editor's Note because 3GPP SA2 has not studied much this scenario which leads two AMFs(Core Access and Mobility Management Functions) serve the UE, i.e. one located in VPLMN is connected with 3GPP RAN via N2 interface and the other located in HPLMN is connected with N3IWF located in HPLMN via N2 interface. It is considered that N3IWF corresponds to ePDG for untrusted WLAN access.
Editor's Note: The scenario that a UE is roaming and connected over 3GPP access and non-3GPP access through N3IWF located in HPLMN is FFS.
The study concluded that when a UE is simultaneously connected to the same 5G core network over 3GPP access and non-3GPP access, the UE shall be served by a single AMF by considering the security context, UE mobility status, network slice and etc. Therefore, having separate AMFs over 3GPP access and non-3GPP access for a roaming UE, i.e. over WLAN access both the AMF and N3IWF are located in HPLMN, would cause complicated issues from various architecture perspectives and take considerable time and effort to study the scenario and figure out how it works.
Previously, GSMA NG RILTE has requested 3GPP SA2 and CT1 to enhance ePDG selection procedure so that certain VoWiFi deployment scenario is covered that the UE in roaming case should connect to the ePDG in home network and ePDG selection procedure was accordingly enhanced in TS 23.402 and TS 24.302. 
In this regard, it is understood that the 5G system should also support the scenario that a roaming UE connected over 3GPP access and WLAN access through N3IWF in HPLMN. However, it is questionable whether this scenario should be supported in Phase 1 of the 5G system (i.e. Release 15) or postponing its support to later release is acceptable. The Stage 2 normative work of Phase 1 of the 5G system is expected to be completed by December 2017.
