PDU Session Modification Triggers
A UE and NextGen Core Network entities may request modification of already established PDU session(s) when the UE is attached to the network and has one or more PDU sessions established. 
The PDU session modification may be requested by different NextGen entities in the following situations:

· Modifications of existing QoS Policy: The User Plane Function (UPF) may use QoS policy to determine that the authorized QoS of a service data flow has changed or that a service data flow shall be aggregated to or removed from an active bearer. The Policy Function communicates with the SMF for the QoS updates. The UPF updates packet filtering information to match the traffic flow aggregate once notified by the SMF. 
· Modifications of bearer resources by the UE: The UE may request for a modification of bearer resources, i.e. allocation or release of resources, for an active traffic flow aggregate with a specific QoS demand. This modification request is handled by the SMF. The procedure allows the UE to request for a modification of bearer resources (e.g. allocation or release of resources) for one traffic.
· Modifications of subscription information: In the middle of active PDU session, the subscriber data is updated which includes .subscribed QoS (QCI, ARP) and the subscribed UE-AMBR and APN-AMBR In this case, the SMF is notified of change(s) by the Unified Data Management (UDM).
