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Abstract of the contribution: Architectural requirement for IOPS, with regards to privacy.
Discussion
The 3GPP system has always been designed to avoid the transmission of the IMSI in clear over the radio interface. This is an important feature to enable the privacy of the user. 

Indeed, transmitting the IMSI in clear allows a malicious entity to secretely track a UE (hence a person) by just passively listening to the radio interface.

Therefore this principle of avoiding to transmit the IMSI in clear should be kept in IOPS with Limited Backhaul.
