Annex Y (Normative):
IMS 3GPP PS Data Off Service Accessibility

Y.1
General

3GPP PS Data Off is an optional feature. When activated by the user and when the network supports the feature, this feature allows control of the IMS services and more broadly SIP based services using the IMS framework that the user is allowed to access, for both originating and terminating sessions. 
The list of Data Off Exempted Services is configured by the HPLMN in the UE and in the network for enforcement. The list can include  any one or any combination of the following services:
-
MMTel Voice;
-
SMS over IMS;
-
MMTel Video;
-
Services where each such IMS service is identified by an IMS communication service identifier.
Y.2
UE Behaviour 

Y.2.1 UE 3GPP PS Data Off Status Reporting 

To report the 3GPP Data Off status at initial IMS registration, the UE shall include an indication that depicts the 3GPP Data Off service status (active/inactive). 

Subsequent to initial IMS registration, anytime the end user changes the 3GPP Data Off status, the UE shall initiate a re-registration to convey the new status to the network.

Y.2.2 UE Enforcement of Uplink filters 

The UE shall be provisoned via a managed object dedicated for the puprose by HPLMN to define an enumerated list of SIP- based services that are 3GPP PS Data Off exempted. 
In this release there shall be a single list for all VPLMNs.
When the end-user activates the 3GPP Data Off feature, the UE shall ensure that only the 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services in the provisioned list are allowed to be transported, and the corresponding IP uplink packets shall be sent accordingly. 

If 3GPP PS Data Off is activated:

-
The UE shall prevent sending of UE-originating SIP requests which are for services other than the 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services configured in the management object dedicated to that.
-
The UE shall prevent sending of SDP offers and SDP answers with media streams for the media types other than those related to the 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services configured in the management object dedicated to that.
-
If the UE is configured with at least one SIP based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Service, the UE is not registered in IMS, and the UE wants to be registered with IMS, the UE shall send a REGISTER. In the REGISTER request, the UE shall
indicate that 3GPP PS Data Off is activated. The incluison of this indication is an implict support by the UE to the 3GPP PS Data Off service access feature.
-
If the UE is configured with at least one SIP based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Service and the UE is already registered in IMS, the UE shall send a re-REGISTER request with an indication that 3GPP PS Data Off is activated, deregistering (deactivating) the services that are not Data Off exempted.
-
If the UE is not configured with at least one SIP based 3GPP PS Data Off Eexempted Service, and the UE is already registered in IMS, then UE deregisters from IMS and releases the IMS PDN connection.

-
A UE shall terminate all ongoing sessions for all services that are not Data Off Exempt.
-
A UE provisioned with an updated list shall enforce the updated list immediately.  To that effect, the  UE shall terminate all ongoing sessions  handlingthe Data Off Exempt Service(s) removed from the list.  

If the 3GPP PS Data Off feature is de-activated, and the UE is already registered in IMS, the UE shall send a (re)-REGISTER request with an indication that 3GPP PS Data Off is de-activated and shall re-register the SIP based services that are configured in the UE and were not Data Off exempted.
Y.3
Network Behaviour

Y.3.1 Network Update to 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services

The Device Management in the HPLMN network shall provision in the UE the list of Data Off Exempted Services. 
The information shall be provisioned in the UE prior to enabling the service. Any change to the list shall immediately be sent to the UE for enforcement.

Y.3.2 Network Enforcement of Downlink filters

The S-CSCF shall enforce the SIP based Data Off Exempted services for all UEs. The S-CSCF shall be provisioned with a list of SIP based Data Off Exempted Services. In this release there shall be a single list for all PLMNs.

The S-CSCF shall become aware of the UE 3GPP Data Off status (active/inactive) at IMS (re-)Registration. If the UE has activated the 3GPP Data Off feature, the S-CSCF shall ensure that only SIP packets for SIP based services which are part of the the SIP based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services are permitted.
If the UE has changed 3GPP PS Data Off from active to inactive, the S-CSCF shall also let through the terminating requests to the UE for services that were not Data Off exempted.  

Subject to operator policy, if MMTel Voice and/or MMTel Video service are not Data Off exempted for a UE, then the S-CSCF shall forward a terminating session matching these services to the SCC AS for further handling.  

The SCC-AS, and T-ADS shall be informed of a UE 3GPP PS Data Off feature status through third party registration. Furthermore they shall be configured if MMTel Voice, and/or MMTel Video service are Data Off exempted or not for a UE. The T-ADS shall consider this information when delivering a terminating session to a UE.

In this release, the configuration of the list of 3GPP Data Off Exempted Services in the SCC AS and T-ADS shall be  the same for all UEs and for all PLMNs
