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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a Key Issue to Enhance the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay pairing procedure.
1. Discussion
The following objectives are included in FS_eProSe-Relay (SP-166212):

· Investigate and study enhancements of the existing method to authorise a UE to act as an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay between an Evolved ProSe Remote UE and E-UTRAN.

· Depending on the work in RAN2 (see TR 36.746), investigate and study impacts on the EPC to aid pairing between an Evolved ProSe Remote UE and an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay to allow for fast remote connectivity setup.

· Investigate and evaluate the necessary enhancements to the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay discovery and selection procedure.

Requirements related to FS_eProSe-Relay from Section 7B.2 of TS 22.278 are listed below:
· An authorised Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay shall be capable of being enabled/disabled by the 3GPP network to act as a relay to/from E-UTRAN for other Evolved ProSe Remote UEs unable to access E-UTRAN.
· Based on the preference of the end-user of the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay, the 3GPP network shall be able to allow/disallow access from an Evolved ProSe Remote UE to the network via an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay.
Requirements related to FS_eProSe-Relay from Section 7B.2 of TS 22.278 are listed below:
· The 3GPP system shall support selection of an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay based on selection criteria: the relay UE identity, capabilities of the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay or on which 3GPP PLMN the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay connects to. 
· Note:
The list of selection criteria is non-exhaustive.
· The 3GPP system shall support selection of an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay based on a combination of, and possibly by varying priority order, any of the above criteria. 

It is clear from the above requirements that a pairing procedure is needed and that the EPC may need to aid in the pairing procedure.




Proposal

It is suggested to add a new key issue into TR 23.7xx “Study on architecture enhancements to ProSe UE-to-Network Relay”.
