Overall description
SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on questions on congestion control for transport of user data via the control plane(S2-170733/C1-170533).
SA2 has discussed the issues related to Control Plane data back-off timer and would like to provide the answers as follows:

(a) Can SA2 consider defining signalling the CP backoff timer in ESM? CT1 would like to note that recently for rate control SA2 initially modelled it in EMM but this was finally decided to be done in ESM which does not break the NAS layered architecture.
Answer( a): SA2 has specified a new ESM message to signal the CP back-off timer to the UE. Please note that the actual name of the new ESM message and message structure is to be defined by CT1. (see attached SA2 approved CR).
(b) Have SA2 considered the case of UEs being in CONNECTED mode (e.g., due to light connection) when the network needs to restrict transport of user data via the control plane? CT1 believe that SA2 should investigate means to backoff UEs in CONNECTED mode.
Answer(b):  The new ESM message used for signalling Control Plane back-off timer can also be applied to the UE in CONNECTED mode also.
