Overall description
SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on questions on congestion control for transport of user data via the control plane.

Regarding to the questions, SA2 would like to provide the following feedback:

(a) Can SA2 consider defining signalling the CP backoff timer in ESM? CT1 would like to note that recently for rate control SA2 initially modelled it in EMM but this was finally decided to be done in ESM which does not break the NAS layered architecture.
Answer: the CP backoff timer is designed to restrict the data transmitted over control plane, including ESM data transport message piggybacked in the control plane service request message and the ESM data transport sent standalone, please see attached agreed CR in S2-171003.  Therefore an ESM CP backoff timer is not needed.
(b) Have SA2 considered the case of UEs being in CONNECTED mode (e.g., due to light connection) when the network needs to restrict transport of user data via the control plane? CT1 believe that SA2 should investigate means to backoff UEs in CONNECTED mode.
Answer: same as answer to question (a).
