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Abstract of the contribution: Proposes a way to structure 5GS work beyond phase 1.
1. Introduction
In SA2#118 and SA2#119 proposals have been submitted for a single study for phase 2 5G System enhancements. 

The authors of this paper believe that this approach to have a "monolithic study" to cover system enhancements as diverse as IoT, multicast/broadcast and V2X is not recommended and similar "open ended" studies have not been proven effective in the past. Instead since 5GS_ph1 WID will set the foundation of the new system, the continuation of work for further enhancements can follow "business as usual" approach i.e. separate SIDs with well-defined justification/objectives, designated rapporteurs, supporting companies etc. have to be approved separately.

Similar approach was also adopted for NR continuation work by TSG RAN#74 (see RP-162564 [1]).

This approach presents several benefits: 

· better coordination with other TSGs in terms of aligning the work

· more flexible work planning e.g. managing agenda clashes

· better indication of priorities/support for certain work from the industry

· allows SIDs which can enhance both EPS and 5GS if needed

· aligning better the enhancements with maturity of ongoing work in 5GS WID

The exact time that this "continuation" studies can be approved will depend on the usual work planning methods i.e. time units available. 

2. Proposal

It is proposed that for continuation of 5GS enhancements work there is no single "monolithic" study instead work for further enhancements can follow "business as usual" approach i.e. separate SIDs with well-defined justification/objectives, designated rapporteurs, supporting companies etc. have to be approved separately.
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
