4.3.5.x
Restriction to establish PDN connection

Some UEs (e.g. some metering devices) do not need PDN connections and may instead only require SMS services. In that case these UEs by Device Management or UICC provisioning can configured to restrict establishment of PDN connection.

If the UE is configured to restrict establishment of PDN it shall indicate support for "Attach without PDN connection" as defined in clause 4.3.5.10 and shall not establish a UE initiated PDN connection as defined in clause 5.3.2.

Since this restriction can be enforced only for UEs that support "Attach without PDN connection", a subscriber can, by agreement with its operator, be required to use UEs that are configured with a restriction to establish PDN connection in their ME or UICC. As the 3GPP system cannot enforce this restriction for UEs that do not support "Attach without PDN connectivity", the agreement can include a specific tariffing to avoid establishing a PDN connection from UEs with such subscription. This can for example be a specific tariffing for the amount of activations and/or the duration of PDN connections. CDRs show whether the UEs activated the PDN connection from a device that did not support "Attach without PDN connection".
