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Abstract of the contribution: propose a way forward on NF Service Normative Work in SA2. 

0. Need to agree on an efficient way forward
There is some discussions and proposals on using service-based interface when specifying procedures. While, since service-based representation is new to SA2, it is understood that P2P procedures in many cases serves as examples which are realized by using service-based interface. Therefore, it is important to consider how to move forward the service-based interface so that

1) Adopting service-based interface as much as possible in 5G CP.

2) Does not duplicate the effort that people spent on the P2P based procedures.

3) The two 5G TS work proceeds efficiently
1. Suggested way forward

Aiming on the above goals, the following way forward is proposed:
1) Try to make decision on CP NFs that shall adopt service-based interfaces. 
2) For the identified CP NFs in 1), the related procedures in Section 4 of 23.502 shall be described as service-based manner. 
3) Identify the NF services/reusable procedures provided by CP NFs (include both identified and non-identified in 1) and document them in Section 5 of 23.502.

4) Some procedures that need further evaluation on how to apply service-based interface, e.g., the registration procedures can be captured first in the Annex of 23.502.

5) Update Section 4 with the Annex procedures when the NF service are evaluated

Proposal 1: SA2 discuss the way forward as proposed above.
2. Determine NFs that service-based interfaces applies
The early decision on some service-based interface supported by NFs helps to save the group effort. This section makes a further discussion on the way forward as suggested in Section 1 Step 1).
It is understood that the mainly concern on the CP NF interactions that may not be service-based comes on the interactions between AMF and SMF. This may leave for later decision on the TS phase. 

For NFs, such as NEF, PCF, UDM and NRF, the related interactions with them have clear request-response or subscribe-notify mode. Therefore, these NFs shall support service-based interface.
Proposal 2: Decide NFs shall use service-based interfaces (e.g., NEF, NRF, PCF, UDM). Once determined, this should be reflected in the NF related procedures.
