A UE needs to register with the network to get authorized to receive services, to enable mobility tracking and to enable reachability. The Registration procedure is used e.g. when the UE needs to initially register to the 5G system, upon mobility procedure when the UE changes to a new Tracking area (TA) in idle mode and when the UE performs a periodic update (due to a predefined time period of inactivity), etc.

During the initial registration the Permanent Equipment Identifier is obtained from the UE. The AMF operator may check the PEI with an EIR. The AMF passes the PEI (IMEISV) to the UDM, to the SMF and the PCF.
A UE can indicate UE preference for mobility management support during the registration procedure. The UE preference for mobility management can include one or more of following information:
	-	Paging Off
	-	CM-IDLE Off
Editor’s note: Above list is not exhausted and can be further updated to reflect normative agreement.
If Paging Off is requested by the UE, the AMF determines whether Mobile On-demands mode is applied to the UE. If the AMF allows the UE to use Mobile On-demands mode, the AMF includes Paging Off indication in the registration accept. If Paging Off is not provided from the UE, by default, the UE and the AMF consider paging is supported.
If CM-IDLE Off is requested by the UE, the AMF determines whether implicit deregistration at the end of CM-CONNECTED mode is applied to the UE. If the AMF allows the UE to perform implicit deregistration at the end of CM-CONNECTED mode, the AMF includes CM-IDLE Off indication in the registration accept. If CM-IDLE Off is not provided from the UE, by default, the UE and the AMF consider CM-IDLE state is supported.
