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Abstract of the contribution (TS 23.501, 6.3.1 NF discovery and selection): the baseline description on AMF selection is introduced. 
Discussion

AMF selection function is used by access NW related entity(RAN or N3IWF) or other core NFs(e.g. AMF, etc). The details of AMF selection is related to UE stickiness removal solutions.

But, in general the AMF selection function may consider the selection criteria such as NSSAI, temporary UE IDI, Load conditions, Network topology, etc. 
NRF can be used for NF discovery, however, when RAN or N3IWF selects an AMF, NRF is not used because the RAN or N3IWF does not belong to CN.  

Proposal
The following changes are proposed to be applied to TS 23.501.

AMF selection function
The AMF selection function is used to allocate an AMF that shall manage the UE access and mobility.
The RAN or N3IWF supports the AMF selection function to select an AMF:

When the RAN or N3IWF selects an AMF, if it has some routing information (e.g. temporary UE ID, NSSAI, etc), the AMF selection function shall use the routing information the UE sends. If it has no routing information or the AMF selection function fails to discover a proper AMF satisfying the whole routing information, it may select a default AMF or a second best AMF.
NOTE: the RAN or N3IWF does not use the NRF for AMF selection function.
Editor’s notes: for the case that a RAN node or N3IWF selects an AMF in 3gpp or non-3gpp access, it will be updated, depending on solution for UE stickiness removal.
The AMF supports the AMF selection function to select an AMF for relocation:

During registration procedure if the AMF needs AMF relocation (e.g. the serving AMF redirects the registration request to another AMF; see the subclause 4.2.2.2.3 of TS 23.502 [3]), the AMF selection function shall utilize the Network Repository Function to discover the AMF instance(s) unless AMF information is available by other means, e.g. locally configured.

Editor’s notes: AMF selection of other core NFs such as AMF, SMF, AUSF, UDM etc could be added, depending on solution for UE stickiness removal.
The followings may be considered during AMF selection:
· NSSAI;
· Temporary UE ID
· Load conditions of the candidate AMFs; or
· Network topology.
Editor’s notes: criteria parameters could be updated, depending on solution for UE stickiness removal.
Editor’s notes: Impact on AMF selection due to interworking with EPC is FFS.
