SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on the applicability of WLAN emergency numbers on 3GPP access. 

SA2 discussed, as requested by CT1, whether the UE should attempt to make an emergency call over 3GPP access and indicate type(s) of emergency services derived for the dialled number in the ANQP or DNS (reached via IP network of WLAN) obtained local emergency call number/types. 
It is the view of SA2 that these emergency numbers should not be used over 3GPP access since:

· The emergency numbers obtained via a WLAN access may be emergency numbers only valid in that WLAN access (e.g. in the campus), hence not valid outside the WLAN;

· When the UE is under 3GPP access, it can already use emergency numbers stored in its UICC and/or downloaded by the 3GPP registered network as specified in TS 22.101;
