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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for their LS on how to provide preferential treatment over Sx when the corresponding PDN connection is associated with the services, such as IMS Emergency Session, Multimedia Priority Support, and on how the UP function can send a second DDN message upon receiving the downlink packets with higher priority. 
SA2 agrees that, even if there are overload procedures over Sx, the UP function may still be subject to congestion and hence should have a self-defence mechanism whereby requests related to prioritized services (e.g. IMS Emergency Session, Multimedia Priority service) need to be signalled to the UP function to receive a preferential treatment in the UP function. 
Hence, SA2 has agreed to add a "treatment priority" parameter in each PDR request over Sx interface. 
If the SGW is waiting for the user plane to be established, a second DDN message shall be sent when a downlink packet is received on a bearer with a higher ARP priority level than the bearer that has triggered the first DDN message. To allow this, the CP function can use FAR existing parameters: as a single FAR is expected to be used for all the PDRs of a given bearer and as the UP function can be instructed that, for a FAR, only the first packet shall trigger a Sx Report, there will be a limited number of Sx Reports for a Sx Session. The SGW-C then can decide whether to send a DDN to the MME. This mechanism has the advantage to not require any interaction between FARs or PDRs.
