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Abstract of the contribution: Proposal to remove UE deregistration at the end of communication

Discussion

As demonstrated in discussion paper S2-17xxxx, the benefits of UE Deregistration at the end of communcation are minimal compared to what can already be achieved via MICO mode. 

Very frequent Deregistration and Re-Registration also causes excessive signalling load in the radio interface and in the CN. Deregistration at the end of communication also optimises a procedure that is run very rarely, and it only removes one NAS message in a situation where the UE is already in CM-CONNECTED state. 

Therefore, it is proposed to remove the Mobile Deregistration at the End of Communication procedure, whose benefit over MICO mode and normal Deregistration is minimal. 

It is assumed that version 0.3.0 is still reasonably draft’ish to allow deletion of the clause rather than just voiding it.
