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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution propose to remove an Editor’s note about use of policies in sliced architecture
1	Introduction
During the last meeting it was discussed if PCF architecture will act on a per slice basis but no decision was made. We would like to note that: 
1- In a 5G system, end to end network resources will be allocated/provisioned at a slice level and therefore resource management at slice level will be required
2- PCF is the entity that will make policy decisions regarding resources that will be provided to individual new or already established sessions for services in 5G. These sessions will exist within a slice of a network.
3- It therefore makes sense for the PCF to be slice aware and be able to have slice level resource management policies
We therefore would like to propose removal of the following Editor’s Note.
Editor's note:	Applicability of slicing in PCF architecture is FFS.
Whether a single PCF manages more than one slices is a different question and we are not trying to answer it in this contribution.

The N23 reference point resides between the Network Data Analytics (NWDA) and the PCF. The N23 reference point, enables the PCF to subscribe to and be notified on network status analytics e.g. congestion information for a specific slice. NWDA provides slice specific network data analytics. The subscription to NWDA by PCF therefore is on a network slice level and the NWDA is not required to know about the current subscribers using the slice. NWDA notifies / publishes slice specific network status analytic information to the PCF(s) that are subscribed to it. This information is not subscriber specific. PCF uses that data in its policy decisions. The PCF, the slice and NWDA in question are always in the serving network.
NOTE:  NWDA functionality beyond its support for N23 is out of scope of 3GPP.
