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1	Overall description
It is SA2 understanding that CT1 has specified (TS 24.301 Section 4.8) that MME applies extended NAS timer for the UEs indicating support of CE mode B, and CT4 has correspondingly agreed that an MME will reject the Create/Update Bearer Request if the UE is using extended NAS timers due to possibility of GTP timer expiry. As a result dedicated bearer services (e.g. VoLTE) are not possible for UE that support CE mode B even if it is operating in CE mode A. 
While voice service are not possible for UE operating in CE mode B but voice should be possible for the UE supporting CE mode B but operating in CE mode A (add reference to RAN2 LS) 
SA2 has agreed in CR3163R1 (S2-166947) that provides CE level to MME for location services. SA2 discussed the possibility to remove that restriction so that CE level is available to MME is all scenarios. 
SA2 would like to ask CT1 if they see any issue in using CE level information at MME to determine if the UE is operating in CE mode B and apply extended NAS timer at MME only if CE level corresponds to CE mode B.
