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Abstract of the contribution (TS 23.502, 4.9.2.1, 4.9.2.2): it is clarified that handover of a PDU session between non-3gpp access and 3gpp access can be performed only when the UE’s 3gpp and non-3gpp access is registered to the same PLMN.

This clause specifies how a UE can handover a PDU session from 3GPP access to untrusted non-3GPP access. It is based on the PDU session establishment procedure for non-3GPP access as specified in clause 4.12.4.
