1. Overall Description:

SA WG2 thanks CT WG1 for their LS on support for unacknowledged mode data transfer as part of reliable data service.

SA2 confirms that unacknowledged mode data transfer needs to be specified as part of reliable data delivery service. Some applications may operate in a mode where packets do not need to be acknowledged by default, but the application may determine that some packets need to be acknowledged. RDS is enabled or disabled based on APN Configuration per SLA. Once enabled, no default mode (i.e. ACK / UNACK) is assumed to apply. RDS header should include the field to identify if the packet requires no acknowledgement, requires an acknowledgement, or is an acknowledgment. When an expected acknowledgement is not received, the RDS protocol handles retransmissions.
In addition, SA2 would like to point out that it is assumed that the UE could host multiple applications and a UE application may communicate with more than one SCS/AS. In order to facilitate multi-application connectivity, the RDS header should be able to indicate source and destination port numbers.
