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1. Overall Description:
SA2 is currently working on the normative work of UE policy in 5GC. In the roaming scenarios, the 5GC shall be able to provide UE policy information from the home PCF to the UE through visited PCF and AMF. Such UE policy information includes: Access network discovery & selection policy which is used by UE for selecting non-3GPP accesses and for deciding how to route traffic between the selected 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses, UE Route Selection Policy(URSP) which is used by the UE to determine how to route outgoing traffic.
SA2 currently understands that in LTE roaming, to guide the UE to select the vPLMN in the roaming country, the home operator widely use two methods, which are PRL stored in SIM card comnbined with OTA if needed  and S6a signalling steering. These methods are also applicable for 5G roaming. 
In the attached proposal, it is presented these methods are not flexiable and efficient in roaming practice. Since 5GC architecture has the ability to offer dynamic UE policy, it is feasible to use 5GC architecture to provide UE the dynamic roaming network selection policy which is generated by home PCF based on its dynamic roaming policy at a certain country.  As SA2 suppose, this new dynamic UE policy may be consided as a supplementary method to guide the UE to select the vPLMN in the roaming country, besides the above existing methods.
To forward the 5GC normative work, SA2 kindly intruduces this roaming network selection policy in UE policy to CT1 for consideration and evaluation.
SA2 would like to ask the following related questions:

1. What is CT1’s consideration for this UE policy for roaming network selection in 5G?
2. If it is adopted, what is the CT1’s suggested division of normative or study work between SA2 and CT1?
