When a UE is using Light Connection and a MT SMS is to be delivered, there are potential impacts and issues at MT SMS delivery. For example, the URRP-MME mechanism and the UE-Activity-Notification from MME to HSS and SMS-SC used at SMS delivery may not work properly for a UE that uses Light Connected state. When an MT SMS delivery has failed in Light Connected state, the URRP-MME flag may not be set properly. Also when the URRP-MME flag is set and the UE is Light Connected state, the MME is unable to see normal UE NAS activity and trigger the UE-Activity-Notification to be sent. Longer delays for SMS delivery and potentially complete delivery failure of SMS may be the end result.
