Subject: Status of work on 5G WWC

Dear colleagues, 
BBF has progressed in the study to support converged wireline-wireless networks that use the 5G Core Network (5GC).
BBF has identified the following models:
· Integration model where the wireline network is connected to the 5G Core network via the 5G Access Gateway Function (AGF) that adapts fixed access onto the 5G core and the RG supports the N1 interface. The wireline network is also improved for supporting new functionalities.
· Interworking model where the legacy wireline network is connected via an interworking function (5G FMIF) which is responsible for the interworking between the 5GC and BBF network. In this scenario the 5G FMIF function is also responsible of terminating the N1 acting on behalf of the BBF access network. The interworking scenario considers also the case of AAA and BPCF are kept in BBF network and the case where such functionalities are performed by 5G C network functions (i.e. AUSF, UDM and PCF).
For the above models, BBF is considering three scenarios, that is, the scenario where the RG is connected only via wireline access network, the Hybrid Access scenario where the RG is connected to both wireline and NG-RAN accesses, and wireless only. 
BBF is also considering the Co-Existence model where the wireline access network is capable of supporting at the same time both integration and/or interworking model and legacy devices that are not aware of the 5G Core network.
The current version of our internal study document SD-407 is attached, but note that this is still a work in progress. 
BBF would like to ask 3GPP SA2 to take the above information into account and to keep us informed about the progress of work in 3GPP.
We are looking forward to continuing our fruitful cooperation.
