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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN2 for the LS on default DRB establishment for PDU session. 
SA2 likes to emphasize that TS 23.501 specifies the following: The UPF will map the DL SDF to a QFI, and (R)AN will map the QFI to a DRB without using any packet filter. For the UL data, the UE maps the UL packet to a QFI based on QoS rules that are either provided via NAS or derived by the UE based on Reflective QoS. (RAN) can therefore apply the QFI and control the mapping to DRBs in the UL direction and the QFI marking in the UL N3 packet header. In other words, for both UL and DL data to DRB mapping, the (R)AN does not have to use or be aware of any packet filters.  
SA2  thinks the default DRB is needed for the each PDU session based on the agreed default QoS flow and default QoS rule in the TS23.501, For the Reflective QoS, the UE derived QoS rule based on the DL data is a NAS level concept and is agnostic to the (R)AN, and  the (R)AN also does not know the NAS default QoS rule, So neither any QoS rule nor any packet filter can be used as a “special indication” to the (R)AN that a QoS flow is the default QoS flow and the mapped DRB is the default DRB. SA2 has agreed that the QoS profile of the default QoS flow for the normal eMBB service and MCPTT service may have different 5QI and ARP, so SA2 decided that the SMF provides a special indication in the QoS profile of the default QoS flow and the (R)AN will use this the special indication to establish the default DRB during the PDU Session establishment and User plane activation procedure for the PDU Session. 
SA2 also agreed that the default QoS rule of the default QoS flow may also have packet filter. If a packet can't be mapped to any of the active QoS rules (including the default QoS rule with packet filters), the packet will be dropped by the UE. Hence, all UL packets will have a QFI that is known to the (R)AN.
