It is proposed to add the following Key Issue to the TR 23.793 for Study on Access Traffic Steering, Switch and Splitting support in the 5G system architecture.

[bookmark: _Toc434312260]5.x.1	General description
A UE that has a multi-access PDU session whose traffic is routed over both a NG-RAN and a non-3GPP access in 5G system may move to EPS. This key issue will address how to handle such multi-access PDU session when the UE moves to EPS. 
To support interworking with EPS, the following aspects need to be studied:
-	How and whether the multi-access PDU session can be handed over from 5G system to EPS.
-	whether multiple accesses (e.g. 3GPP and non-3GPP) are maintained or not considering UE and/or network capability and CM states.
-	how to interact with NBIFOM (e.g. mapping between NBIFOM routing rule and ATSSS rule)
When studying the above aspects, the following need to be considered:
-	when the 3GPP access and non-3GPP access are located in the same PLMN and when the 3GPP access and non-3GPP access are located in the different PLMNs.
-	when the UE is in single-registration mode and when the UE is in dual-registration mode.
