· Extending the scope of Network Data Analytics beyond the slice specific case (e.g., UE)

· Allowed NWDA to subscribe to events from other NFs
Introduction
The scope of analytics provided by NWDA are slice specific although policy enforcement has a much broader scope, including Mobility, Session and UE based policies. Therefore, if one of the main consumers of the services provided by NWDA is the PCF it would make sense to cover the full range of function by allowing data analytics with a broader scope. 

Proposal
The proposal is to:

· Extend the scope of Network Data Analytics beyond the slice specific case (e.g., UE)

· Allow NWDA to subscribe to events from other NFs

A.3.1.10
Network Data Analytics Function (NWDAF)
A.3.1.10.1
General

NWDAF represents operator managed network analytics logical function. NWDAF provides slice specific network data analytics to the PCF. The subscription to NWDAF by PCF is on a network slice level and the NWDAF is not required to be aware of the current subscribers using the slice. NWDAF notifies / publishes slice specific network status analytic information to the PCF(s) that are subscribed to it. This information is not subscriber specific. PCF uses that data in its policy decisions.

NOTE 1:
NWDAF functionality beyond its support for Nnwda is out of scope of 3GPP.
NOTE 2:
NWDAF functionality for non-slice-specific analytics information is not supported in this release.
NOTE 3: In this release PCF is the only consumer of the NWDA services.
