1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA1 for their LS answer on standardized Slice Service Types (SST).
SA2 has introduced standardized SST in Rel-15 for “establishing global interoperability for slicing so that PLMNs can support the roaming use case more efficiently for the most commonly used Slice/Service Types” as specified in TS23.501. SA2, therefore, intends to keep definition of standardized SSTs in TS23.501.
SA2 would like to invite input from SA1 on the characteristics for the existing SSTs and on the need for additional standardized SSTs and their characteristics, e.g. as part of the ongoing effort within GSMA NEST..
