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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution describes a notification service operation for the Service Based interface between the NSSF and its consumers for TS 23.502; this paper is companion to the NSSF services pCR, which describes the basic Nnssf_NSSelection service.
Discussion
This contribution describes a possible extra notification service operation for the Service Based interface between the NSSF and its consumers for TS 23.502.

The NSSF services needs to be able to support the following Use Cases:

1. Notification of updated NS related information, which may replace or add on information provided earlier by NSSF to its consumer (eg AMF, H-NRF, V-NSSF).
The motivation:

UC #1 An operator decides to assign a different slice to a given S-NSSAI: the simplest way to do that is to tell the AMF that it shall use a different NRF for that given S-NSSAI.
UC #2 A slice goes under maintenance; two options are possible: i) the slice is rejected and therefore the AMFS shall be notified to trigger a notification to the UEs , or ii) the customers are temporarily assigned to a similar slice and the the AMF shall be notified to use a different NRF for that S-NSSAI.

Proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes to the TS 23.502.
