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Abstract of the contribution: New text was added indicating “In the roaming case, if the VPLMN supports interworking with N26, the UE shall operate in Single Registration mode” which seemingly introduces a test on the UE side whether interworking with N26 is supported – that is incorrect.

Introduction

SRM operation is mandated in all UEs and is the default UE operation – such UE need not check whether or not N26 is supported in the network – it always assumes it is. A UE supporting DRM however may check whether N26 is not supported and behave accordingly.
2
Proposal

The new text introduces a test in the UE to check whether interworking with N26 is supported but this is not correct. A UE will always behave in SRM mode by default, unless the UE supports DRM and the network does not support SRM interworking with N26.
Proposal: It is proposed to remove the text introduced at SA2#123 and replace it with the following: [In the roaming case,] the UE shall operate in Single Registration Mode unless it supports Dual Registration Mode and the VPLMN does not support interworking with N26.
