1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks RAN5 for the liaison and provides the following responses to the actions asked of SA4:

1) RAN5 respectfully asks SA4 to confirm whether SA4 has the same understanding on the split of responsibilities between SA4 & RAN5 for the conformance testing of IMS eCall.

Yes, SA4 has the same understanding on the split of the responsibilities between SA4 & RAN5 for the conformance testing of IMS eCall, i.e., SA4 is responsible for conformance testing of the eCall in-band modem in TS 26.269.

2) Also, RAN5 respectfully asks SA4 to provide some guidance on how to apply a simple check (e.g. RTP Audio/Video packets inspection, etc.) to enable the identification of an in-band MSD message transmitted on a PS bearer without checking the details of in-band transfer.

There is no simple test of the RTP packets that can be used to confirm that the in-band modem is operating over the VoIP bearer.  A more elaborate test involving a PSAP simulator is needed to check that the in-band modem in the IVS is sending and receiving signals over the VoIP bearer.  In the attachment SA4 has agreed on a CR to TS 26.269 to specify this test.
Note that this test does not deal with the IMS protocol conditions and scenarios that lead to the “last-resort” solution requiring the IVS to attempt in-band modem operation over the VoIP bearer.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
TSG SA WG4 asks the RAN5 group to take the above response and attached CR into account when developing test cases for IMS eCall “last-resort” scenarios that require the IVS perform in-band modem operation.
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
