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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on the interworking with EPC for single-registration mode UE w/o N26 interface. SA2 discussed the following questions from CT1 and the answers are given below.
Question 1: CT1 would like to understand why SA2 provided two different options for a single use case, i.e. the case where the UE has at least one PDU session established in the source system?
[SA2]  SA2 agreed that a clear defined UE behavior is needed. As such for the network deployment without N26 interface Single Registration mode UE do the inter system mobility(from 5G to 4G), the UE behavior is defined as, 

· If the UE has established at least one PDU session for which session continuity is supported during interworking, the UE perform Attach with Request type "Handover" in PDN CONNECTIVITY Request message when moving from 5G to EPC;

· If UE is registered without PDU session or the UE is registered only with PDU Session not supporting interworking to EPC, the UE shall perform Attach when moving from 5G to EPC.  
Question 2: In case of no PDU session established at 5GC, CT1 expects that the UE shall initiate an EPS attach when moving from 5GC to EPC. Is this the correct understanding?
[SA2]  Yes, this is the correct understanding.
