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Abstract of the contribution: This discussion paper proposes how to handle and allocate Reference point #s
Introduction
Overall architecture in TS 23.501 and PCC architecture in TS 23.503 use Reference point #s. Also, new contributions propose new reference point #s. It gets hard for contributors to coordinate the numbers used (i.e. avoid overlapping Reference point #s in the proposed papers) as not all contributors are reading all papers; also since these papers are handled in parallel sessions, it becomes harder to coordinate them as part of the revisions. So far, Editors/Rapporteurs have handled such coordination and ensured overlaps/conflicts do not occur as part of spec. However, this is a time-consuming job also for Editors to cross check all the approved CRs in order to ensure that there is no overlap/conflict in the reference point #s that are used. In the worst case, overlap, conflicting numbers remain in the specification until someone spots it/corrects it (in which case, correction CR(s) are needed). Also, going forward it could result in confusion also to SA2 stake holders (i.e. Stage 3 WGs, implementers etc). Thus, it is proposed to assign a block of numbers for TS 23.501 and TS 23.503 architecture/new and updated reference points. This can help alleviate overlaps/conflicts, ease contributors and Editors/MCC work significantly. Overlap/Conflicts within the specification can be handled by the Rapporteur(s) and MCC.

It is proposed to endorse the allocation of an independent block of reference points for TS 23.501 and TS 23.503:
1) Reference point #s 31 – 40 for new reference point # proposals to TS 23.501

2) Reference point #s 41 – 50 for new reference point # proposals to TS 23.503
