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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution introduce the applicability of Access Type concept for 5RG connected to wireline AN.
1. Introduction
In the 4G the RAT type has been defined to identify the Radio access technologies service the UE, i.e. the various 3GPP and 3GPP2 radio technology and in addition the WLAN (see 3GPP TS 29.212). While for the QoS management purpose the IP-CAN type includes value such as “Non-3GPP-EPS” to indicate that the IP-CAN associated with an EPC based non-3GPP access and the value “FBA” indicate that the IP-CAN is associated with any kind of Fixed Broadband Network access convergence via the IP Edge (e.g, xDSL, Fiber).

The current 5G specification is making a distinction between the 3GPP and non-3GPP terms in order to identify or apply various types of access networks. In Rel-15 3GPP uses in addition, the associate the RAT type, to for example, distinguish the 4G from the 5G radio access. Although the non-3GPP system is currently assumed to be supported as generic access N3GPP access, however we have introduced specific requirements for Untrusted-N3GPP which is connecting to 5GC via IPsec and the N3IWFfor example for addressing the needs of the IKE scenario. 

For the scope of the 5WWC, the specification needs to clearly enable to make distinction between 5G-WAN (as defined in contribution S2-180580) and other non-3GPP when needed. For example, when the AMF sends the PDU session establishment to SMF, it can indicate that the PDU session will be established over 5G-WAN. This enables the SMF to select the suitable UPF to send the indication to PCF when e.g., QoS is requested. The usage of a generic Non-3GPP will not allow to make the suitable distinction. Therefore, it is proposed to consider for the scope of the study that “Access Type” refers to wireline access network.

Proposal
It is proposed to extend the Access type definition not limited to 3GPP and N3GPP type as follow:

Access Type: this parameter represents the type of Access Network used by a subscriber device to access the 5G Core. In the scope of this document the Access Type can represent the 5G Wireline Access Network (5G-WAN), NG-RAN and Non-3GPP. The term Non-3GPP in this study is considered to be a system not defined by either 3GPP and BBF.

Non-3GPP Access Network: In the context of this TR a Non-3GPP Access Network is an access network that is not defined by 3GPP including for example the Wireline 5G Access Network.
