The SMF controls the application detection by providing the application detection information to the UPF.
When receiving the dynamic PCC rules used for detecting the Start and Stop of the application traffic (i.e. with application identifier), the SMF provides the information to the UPF and instructs the UPF to detect the Start and Stop of the application traffic.
When the Start or Stop of the application traffic is detected, the UPF shall report the event to the SMF. The report shall indicate whether the report is for start or stop, and

For the Start of application event trigger: the application identifier and, when service data flow descriptions are deducible, the application instance identifier and the service data flow descriptions to use for detecting that application traffic with a dynamic PCC rule as defined in clause 6.1.3.5 of 3GPP TS 23.503 [45].

For the Stop of application event trigger: the application identifier and if the application instance identifier was reported for the Start, also the application instance identifier as defined in clause 6.1.3.5 of 3GPP TS 23.503 [45].
