Key Issues for Trusted N3GPP

Editor's note: This clause will document the key issue related to trusted N3GPP.

Key Issue #X: Access to 5GC from UEs that do not support NAS
The current assumption is that only UEs that support NAS are capable of accessing the 5GC via trusted non-3GPP access. However, given that the vast majority of non-3GPP devices (most notably, IoT devices with WLAN connectivity), do not support NAS, this assumption drastically limits the number of devices that can access the 5GC via trusted non-3GPP access. This calls for 5G architectural extensions that would enable UEs without NAS support to establish 5GC connectivity via trusted non-3GPP access; a capability already supported in 4G networks.
This key issue will study:

How the 5GS architecture can be extended to enable UEs with 3GPP credentials but without NAS support to connect to 5GC via trusted non-3GPP access; and
-
How the above capability can be provided by minimizing the impact to the 5GC network functions and interfaces.
