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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a key issue on non-3GPP access support for LCS.
Discussion
In the SID proposal of FS_eLCS, following objectives are related with non-3GPP access for location service.

1. For those requirements to be fulfilled aforementioned:
……
- Both non 3GPP access and 3GPP access should be considered;
2. How to support location service in 5GS and EPS interworking scenario, e.g. how to respond MT-LR during inter NR and LTE handover procedure, and as well as in non-3GPP access and 3GPP access interworking scenarios.
This study will consider un-trusted non-3GPP access and 3GPP access first from the perspective of UE access (though can allow non-3GPP access to be used for UE location determination). After the architecture for connecting trusted non-3GPP access to 5GC has been specified, the study will also consider how to support location services for trusted non-3GPP access.
Proposal: the key issue of supporting non-3GPP access for LCS is proposed to be added to TR 23.731.

Key Issue: Non-3GPP access support for LCS
5.X.1
Description
In Release 16, the location services shall be supported when the UE is accessing 5GC via non-3GPP access. 
Note: This use case considers un-trusted non-3GPP access first. Supporting location services for trusted non-3GPP access will be further considered after the architecture for connecting trusted non-3GPP access to 5GC has been specified.
This key issue will study:  
· Enhancement of Rel-15 SBI-LCS architecture to support location services when the UE uses non-3GPP access;
· How the UE location can be determined when the UE is accessing 5GC via non-3GPP access;
· How to support location services in scenarios where the UE moves between 3GPP and non-3GPP access. 
Solutions in Rel-16 should avoid or minimize impact to reference point protocols that are defined by non-3GPP organizations.
