Supporting Fast Return to 5GS
If the NG-RAN doesn’t support IMS voice or emergency voice, when it receives request to activate QoS Flow for IMS voice or Emergency voice, it will initate either:
1) N26 based handover procedure from 5GS to EPS;

2) RRC Connection Release with redirection to EPS.

During the N26 based handover procedure from 5GS to EPS, the NG-RAN needs to indicate “EPS fallback” to AMF in the Relocation Request message, AMF needs to further sends the EPS fallback indication to MME. If the MME doesn’t receive the last used 5GS PLMN ID (e.g. the source 5GS is not shared), the MME generates the last used 5GS PLMN ID either per configuration or from the EPS GUTI mapped from 5G-GUTI received in TAU or Attach Request, MME stores the last used 5GS PLMN ID in this UE’s MM Context. MME needs to further includes the EPS fallback indication and last used 5GS PLMN ID in the S1 AP Handover Request message. The eNB stores the EPS fallback indication and last used 5GS PLMN ID in the UE context and send to other eNB in the subsequent Intra E-UTRAN handover procedure.
When the voice session is ended, the eNB immediately returns the UE back to last used 5GS PLMN by initiating either:
1) N26 based handover procedure from EPS to 5GS;

2) RRC Connection Release with redirection to 5GS.

The eNB shall take the last used 5GS PLMN ID into account when selecting the target NG-RAN in 5GS for N26 based handover from EPS to 5GS or RRC Connection Release with redirection procedure.
