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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN3 for their LS on introducing explicit per-UE TNLA binding release in NGAP.
SA2 has discussed the concerns about applying the explicit per UE-TNLA binding release resulting in substantial processing at the NG-RAN side. SA2 wishes to clarify that during the AMF planned removal scenario, only very small fraction of connected UE(s) are expected to have ongoing NAS transaction (e.g. over a period of configurable period of 2 hours) compared to normal conditions when UE(s) for which N2 transactions (e.g. context modification) are expected.

Thus, SA2 does not see any significant issue to support due to support for per-UE NGAP TNLA binding release and SA2 would like to reconfirm that per-UE NGAP TNLA binding release is needed.
