	Based on S2-184623 and S2-184566 agreed on SA2#127:

- the policy data stored in the UDR include policy control subscription data (defined in 6.2.1.3), binding information data (6.1.1.2.2) and Background Data Transfer data (defined in 6.1.2.6)
- the application data stored in the UDR include Packet Flow Descriptions (PFDs) (defined in 6.1.2.3) and AF request information for multiple UEs (defined in 6.1.2.6)

Clause 6.1.2.6 was originally introduced to specify all the application specific information management, which include Background Data Transfer data, AF request information for multiple UEs and sponsor connectivity profile. However, based on the agreed data model (by S2-184623 and S2-184566), Background Data Transfer data is stored as the policy data and AF request information for multiple UEs is stored as the application data.
To reduce confusion, it is proposed to include only the policy control related application specific data management in clause 6.1.2.6.

Policy control application specific information management
The application specific information used for policy control is provided by the UDR using Nudr service for Data Set “Policy Data”, which includes:

-
Negotiation of background data transfer information (Data Subset “Background Data Transfer data”): It contains an ASP identifier,  
A transfer policy together with a reference ID, the volume of data to be transferred per UE, the expected amount of UEs and the network area information. The management of policies for the negotiation of background data transfer is defined in clause 6.1.2.4.

Sponsored data connectivity profile information (Data Subset “Sponsored data connectivity profile data”): It contains a list of ASP identifiers and their applications per sponsor identity. It is used to authenticate whether an ASP is corresponding to a sponsor.

Interactions between PCF and UDR

The Nudr enables the PCF to access policy control related subscription data and application specific data stored in the UDR. The Nudr interface supports the following functions:

-
Request for policy control related subscription information and application specific information from the UDR.

-
Provisioning of policy control related subscription information and application specific information to the UDR.

-
Notifications from the UDR on changes in the policy control related subscription information and application specific information.

The N25 reference point is defined for the interactions between PCF and UDR in the reference point representation.
