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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to introduce a new SIB indication that the NW supports non-IMS RLOS only or both IMS and non-IMS RLOS.  

Discussion
When the UE selects a PLMN for RLOS, if UE has no information on whether the PLMN support IMS RLOS or not, the voice call user would repeat RLOS attach/detach procedure until finding a PLMN supporting IMS RLOS, which cause un-necessary signalling burden to network and worse user experience. 
Hence we propose that eNB broadcast SIB indication that the network supports non-IMS RLOS only or both IMS and non-IMS RLOS.
Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to TR23.715 v0.4.0.

Functional Description
This is a solution to key issue EPC-1. 

A new SIB provided by E-UTRAN indicates that the PLMN supports Restricted Local Operator Services for non-IMS only or both IMS and non-IMS. The PLMNs where RLOS is supported may be stored in ME including whether RLOS for non-IMS only or both IMS and non-IMS is supported.

Procedures

UE sees through SIB that PLMN supports Restricted Local Operator Services for non-IMS only or both IMS and non-IMS. 
7.x.3
Impact on existing entities and interfaces
E-UTRAN and UE need to support a new SIB that indicates support for Restricted Local Operator Services for non-IMS only or both IMS and non-IMS.

The PLMNs where RLOS is supported and whether RLOS for non-IMS only or both IMS and non-IMS is supported may be stored in ME.
